Timeliness

The last update of anything I found was a meeting announcement placed in July 1999, and now out of
date. More importantly, this site lacks updates on current developments in the field. It is disappointing
that a site started with evident enthusiasm in 1996 seems no longer kept up to date.



Best feature

The general reviews, the techniques section (especially the surgery clips), and the histology atlas are
extremely useful.

Worst feature

There is no mention of the most recent transgenic mouse models and no good indication of how
recently the review articles were written.
